A small 

committee will be named by the Session to review those applications. The 

Committee can approve requests up to $500.  It will recommend financial requests 

over $500 to Session for approval.  Applicants can be North Church members or 

others associated with North in some way.   

Income may be received through future memorial gifts honoring Mary Mohlke. Per 

the family’s instructions, when the fund has no balance and/or no likely 

contributions, it should be closed, renamed or combined with another appropriate 

fund.
